• A visible, accessible, approachable leader who is committed to building mutual respect 
and trust and serving as a model and mentor among staff. 

• An articulate communicator with strong people skills and demonstrated ability to work 
creatively, effectively, and visibly with board members, staff, students, parents, and the 
community. 

• A person who understands the complexities of school finance, can interpret educational 
and financial data, and who will maximize the use of resources in support of the 
educational programs of the district. 

• An administrator with a thorough knowledge of and successful experience in school 
district management, including information technology, staff development, program 
assessment, accountability measures and school improvement.
