The District 
The Chesterfield County School District enrolls approximately 6,588 students each year 
and is staffed by a team of 1,012 professionals (507 certified teachers). The annual 
operating budget is approximately $75 million. The average teacher salary is $58,042 and 
the average years of experience for teachers is 16.22 years.  The district has 21 National 
Board-Certified Teachers.  All public schools in the district are fully accredited by the State 
Department of Education and Cognia. 
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
